PLAINTIFF'S ORIGINAL PETITION


AND ORIGINAL PETITION FOR FORCIBLE DETAINER
TO THE HONORABLE JUDGE OF THIS COURT:

NOW COMES THE HOUSING AUTHORITY OF THE CITY OF ___________ (hereinafter "(PHA)"), plaintiff, in the above numbered and entitled cause, and files this its Original Petition and Original Petition for Forcible Detainer against ____________________

and all other occupants (hereinafter "Defendant"), and for cause of action would show unto the Court the following:


PARTIES
1. (PHA) is a public housing authority with its principal  place of business  in (city), ________ County, Texas.

2.  Defendant is an individual residing within the above-referenced precinct and may be served with citation by serving his/her residence located at___(address)__________.  Plaintiff knows of no other home or work address of Defendant within this county.


BACKGROUND FACTS AND CAUSE OF ACTION
3. On (date), (PHA), as Landlord, and Defendant, as Resident, entered into a written lease as modified by a Lease Addendum dated (date), a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit "1" and incorporated by reference the same as if fully copied and set forth in its entirety (the “Lease”), by the terms of which (PHA) let to Defendant for the period from (date) to (date), a residential apartment being (apt. #) at the (apartment building, city, state and zip code), within Precinct No. __  , ______ County, Texas (the "Leased Premises").

4.  Pursuant to paragraph 18(A) of the Lease, HACA may terminate or refuse to renew the Lease for:

a serious or repeated violation of material terms of the Lease or for other good cause.

The Lease defines a serious or repeated violation of material terms of the Lease to include, but not limited to:

(1)
Resident’s failure to pay rent or other charges when due.

(2)
Resident’s failure to fulfill Resident’s obligations set forth in Section (11) of this Lease.

(3)
Any act which threatens the health or safety of other residents or employees of the Authority.

(4)
Repeated late payments, which shall be defined as a failure to pay the amount of rent or other charges due during the first seven (7) calendar days of month or four (4) times within any twelve-month period.

(5)
Discontinuation of utilities by a utility supplier because of Resident’s failure to pay utility bills.

(6)
Resident’s misrepresentation or failure to report information required in connection with this Lease or annual rent re-determinations.

(7)
Any prohibited or criminal activity described in Section (12) of  this Lease.

5.  The Defendant seriously or repeatedly  violated the material terms of the Lease including paragraph 4 by the conduct described in the Notice of Termination of Lease Agreement on the Leased Premises, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit A2" and incorporated herein by reference, the same as if fully copied as set forth in its entirety.

6. On (date),  a Notice to Vacate and Termination of  Lease Agreement on the Leased Premises was served to the Defendant, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit "3" and incorporated herein by reference the same as if fully copied and set forth in its entirety.  Specifically, demand was made that Defendant vacate the Leased Premises as of midnight on (date) and (PHA) became entitled to immediate possession of the Leased Premises.  As of (date) the Defendant has failed to move out of the Leased Premises.

7.  Pursuant to Section 24.002 of the Tex. Prop. Code (PHA) is entitled to immediate possession of the Leased Premises because the Defendant is willfully and without force holding over after (PHA)’s termination of Defendant’s right of possession to the Leased Premises.

8.  By reason of the above and foregoing, (PHA) is entitled to and seeks, pursuant to paragraph 18(E) of the Lease, to recover all reasonable and necessary attorneys' fees in this case, court costs including, without limitation,  all costs for  writs and subpoena fees.


PRAYER
WHEREFORE, PREMISES CONSIDERED, (PHA) prays that Defendant is cited to appear and answer this petition; and that on final trial:

1.
Defendant is adjudged guilty of forcible detainer;

2.
Restitution of the property described above is made to (PHA);

3.       (PHA) recovers of and from Defendant any and all unpaid accrued rents, late        fees, maintenance charges, and other charges allowed under the Lease;

4.
(PHA) recovers of and from Defendant reasonable attorney’s fees, costs of court including, without limitation, the costs of all writs and subpoena fees;

5.
(PHA) recovers of and from Defendant post-judgment interest at the rate of 10% per annum from the date the Judgment is entered until paid; and

6.
(PHA) recovers such other and further relief, legal or equitable, general or special, as (PHA) may show itself to be justly entitled to receive.
